These plots were generated by equating the resistivity measurements with vertical relief, the higher the resistivity value the higher the assumed elevation at
that point. This topographic surface can then be shaded asiif illuminated by alow inclination light source which can be positioned at various azimuthal
angles. Eight such shaded relief plots of the 0.5m mobile electrode separation survey are presented with azimuthal angles ranging from 0°to 360° in 45°
increments. In each case the position of the plot relative to the sun at the centre of the page indicates the angle of illumination (ie: the topmost plot was
illuminated from the south).
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
